California’s first city-operated public dental clinic has
opened its doors in Pasadena thanks to a unique city-county-
private sector collaboration. An Open House Celebration was
held April 24 to showcase the new, high-tech City of Pasadena
Michael D. Antonovich Dental Clinic at the City’s Health
Department, 1845 N. Fair Oaks Ave.

The four-chair clinic is a state-of-the-art facility to help
improve access to oral health services for HIV-positive persons.
Services will eventually be expanded to the homeless, seniors,
young children and other underserved, income-qualified
populations in Pasadena and the Greater San Gabriel Valley area.

While some of California’s counties maintain public
health dental clinics, this is the first municipal-based dental
clinic in California, according to Dr. Eric Walsh, Pasadena’s
Health Officer and Director of the Public Health Department. The
new clinic is high-tech and “green” with paperless record
keeping systems and computer-based digital x-rays for patients.

The department received more than $795,000 to
establish the new dental clinic, including $365,387 from
Supervisor Antonovich’s Office; $358,625 for operating costs
from the Los Angeles County Department of Public Health
Division of HIV/STD Programs (Ryan White Funding); $40,000
from the Pasadena Community Foundation Center; $30,000
from the Patron Saints Foundation, and $1,500 from Pastor
Eisenlord with Good Shepherd Church in Pasadena.
Additional assistance was received from the City's Community
Development Block Grant program.

The dental clinic will be open from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00
p.m., Monday, Tuesday and Thursday; 10:00 a.m. to 7:00
p.m., Wednesday and from 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.,
alternating Fridays. Services are free or at
reduced fees for income-qualified patients.

The Tournament of Roses and its partners, the
Big Ten and Pac-12 Conferences and the Bowl
Championship Series unveiled new programs, a new
logo and modifications to the champion trophy
commemorating the 100th Rose Bowl Game.

“As the first postseason bowl to reach 100
games, we are excited to mark this momentous
occasion with enhancements to some of our iconic
marks,” Tournament of Roses Executive Director
William B. Flinn said. “We look forward to the events
leading up to January 1 to celebrate our illustrious
history and for the future of The Granddaddy of 
Them All.”

The new 100th Rose Bowl Game logo will be used in celebrations leading up to the
historic event. The Rose Bowl Game Trophy, commissioned by Tiffany & Co., underwent
changes including 24k yellow gold accents and features a ¾-size football in sterling silver.

Other announcements include release of a 100th Rose Bowl Game Co
The current bowl agreement between the Tournament of Roses Association, the Big
Ten Conference and the Pac-12 Conference began in 1946. It is the oldest 
intercollegiate postseason bowl agreement between two major conferences in the
U.S., hence the nickname, The Granddaddy of Them All.

The 185,000-square-foot pavilion features two glass-walled press areas
and other patron amenities designed to boost long-term revenues and keep the
1922 historic stadium competitive with newer arenas.

The expanded layout features 48 midfield loge boxes with access to a
shared, indoor lounge below 54 indoor/outdoor luxury suites on two upper
levels. Flanking the loge area and suites are 1,199 club seats on two levels with
access to special club lounges.

The twin press boxes anchor either end of the Pavilion while the top level
features booths for TV and radio, coaching staff, video staff and Public Safety
personnel. Other improvements for all fans include wider tunnels, better
restrooms and concession areas.

“Revenue generated by suites, loges and club seats is expected
to exceed $7 million per year,” said Cory Shakarian, vice president of
Premium Seating Sales.

Angeles County Metropolitan Transportation Authority (Metro)
about expanding SR-710 through Pasadena. In April, Metro held
its latest meetings for the SR-710 Technical Advisory Committee
(TAC) and the Stakeholder Advisory Outreach Committee
(SOAC). A broad range of alternatives and options 
remain, including:

• Completing the 4.5-mile “gap” with a tunnel
• A “No Build” Option
• Bus Rapid Transit Line
• Light Rail Transit Line
• Other surface strategies/projects.
Although Pasadena residents and businesses will be directly impacted if the project

is built, the decision to proceed is not under City control.

Parking enforcement officers will ensure that
vehicles illegally parked in hillside areas on July 4 are
impounded.

About 70 percent of the water used in a typical Pasadena household is for outdoor

irrigation. Remember that simple changes in outdoor water use can make a big difference
to the environment and save you money during the summer! Also consider making energy
smart choices to help reduce power needs.

Outdoor water waste checklist:
1. Check sprinkler systems for leaks, overspray and broken sprinkler heads. Make

repairs promptly and save up to 500 gallons per month.
2. Use a broom not a hose to clean driveways and sidewalks. Save up to 150 gallons

each time.
3. Irrigate your lawn and garden in the early morning or evening to reduce

evaporation. Save up to 25 gallons every time you do. 
4. Consider replacing thirsty turf lawn with a vibrant, drought-tolerant landscape. Save

hundreds of gallons a year.

1. Turn off the air conditioner when away from home. Open screened windows at

night to allow natural cooling.

3. Turn water heater control valve to "pilot" when away from home for a

week or more.
4. Schedule annual air conditioner service. Make sure A/C is in peak

performance to extend its life and save money.
