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The number of  new cases of HIV              

has fluctuated in Pasadena. 
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All age groups are affected by HIV/AIDS.     

Of all new infections…

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HIV IS transmitted by: 

• Having unprotected sex with someone 

who is HIV positive 

•  Blood transfusion with HIV infected blood 

•  Sharing needles, syringes, or razor blades 

 that are contaminated with HIV 

•  Mothers transmitting to their babies at 

 birth or through breastfeeding 

HIV IS NOT transmitted by: 

•  Kissing 

•  Casual contact or shaking hands 

•  Living with each other 

•  Mosquitos or bed bugs
