1. Pasadena Police Calls for Service Report — February 2014:

Attached is the Preliminary Monthly Statistical Report for the month of February 2014 from
Phillip L. Sanchez, Chief of Police. This report is based on report calls for service rather than the
uniform crime reporting (UCR) stats. The report reflects specific call types that resulted in a
report/arrest disposition sorted by Service Area and Council District.

2. Government Finance Officers Association (GFOA) Distinguished Budget Presentation
Award:

For the eighth year in a row, the City of Pasadena received GFOA’s Distinguished Budget
Presentation Award for its annual budget for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2013. This award
represents a significant achievement by the City. It reflects the commitment of the governing body and
staff to meet the highest principles of governmental budgeting. According to Andrew Green, Director of
Finance to receive the budget award, the City must satisfy nationally recognized guidelines for effective
budget presentation. These guidelines are designed to assess how well an entity’s budget serves a policy
document, a financial plan, an operational guide, and a communications device.

To receive the award budget documents must be rated “proficient” in all four categories and the
fourteen mandatory criteria within those categories. Award recipients have pioneered efforts to improve
the quality of budgeting and provide an excellent example for other governments throughout North
America. GFOA is a nonprofit, professional association serving nearly 17,400 government finance
professionals throughout North America. The GFOA’s Distinguished Budget Presentation Award is the
only national awards program in governmental budgeting.
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3. ArtNight Pasadena, “Best Cultural Festival,” Returns Friday, March 14!

Past recipient of the “Best Cultural Festival” award from readers of the Pasadena Weekly, Spring
ArtNight Pasadena is the City’s cultural open house and is produced by the Cultural Affairs division in
collaboration with the partnering organizations. This spring ArtNight Pasadena will include 16
participating venues filled with art, dance, music and performances located throughout the City.

Spring ArtNight adds three new venues: The Pasadena Playhouse, Light Bringer Projects
and PUSD’s district wide art exhibition, “No Boundaries 9, that showcases over 400 student artworks
at Paseo Colorado.

Other happenings include: a spotlight on design icon Ray Eames at Art Center College of
Design, highlights from the Norton Simon Museum’s permanent collection, an aviation exhibition at the
Pasadena Museum of History and the newly titled USC Pacific Asia Museum will explore border
relations in an exhibition on Chinese and Mexican Immigration to America. Teens and families are also
invited to experience music and new media at art WORKS, and participate in hands-on painting with the
MobileMuralLab at Kidspace Children’s Museum. Dance, music and more will enliven the steps of the
Civic Auditorium and venues in Old Pasadena and Northwest Pasadena.

According to Vincent Bertoni, Director of Planning and Community Development, ArtNight is
funded by the City of Pasadena through its Arts and Culture Commission which also provides Mini-
grants to small arts groups and individual artists to participate. Free shuttle buses provide transportation
to each venue. Metro riders can present their “TAP” cards at some sites for special discounts. Cyclists
can meet via www.cicle/org/events/66/arnight-ride.
